INSTRUCTIONS FOR CHECK-OUT 

CHECK-OUT will take place at the assigned dormitory (Please click on the link for Facilities on the website to see the buildings we are assigned to) on the last day of your camp session BETWEEN 5:30pm - 6:30pm.  There will be fluorescent pink signs directing you to the site from Rt. 138 in Kingston, RI.  Please plan to pick up the camper no later than 6:30pm.  Our staff is released to leave at that time.  IF there is an emergency and you are running late, please notify the camper and have them communicate this to us.  This way we can have someone with them until you arrive.

We understand many of you have a long trip home and wish to avoid traffic.  Our check-out process is very quick, unless you have designated a person specifically to pick up the camper from camp, then we have to check their ID and sign the camper out.  Most of the campers have not designated drivers and they just need to see their court coach in the TV lounge of the dorm, turn in their meal card, camp evaluation and they are free to leave.  Commuters may check out with their coach at the gym by turning in their meal card and evaluation form.

Campers must leave their rooms the way they found them, if they moved furniture, they must move it back.  They must also bring their trash out to the dumpster outside of the dorm.  If there is any damage or excessive cleaning involved after you leave, you will be billed by the University for the cost. 

OVERNIGHT CAMPERS who have driven themselves to camp may pick up their keys from the camp manager at check-out.

REQUESTS FOR CAMPERS TO LEAVE PRIOR TO THE SCHEDULED CHECK-OUT TIME MUST BE RECEIVED NO LATER THAN 1 DAY PRIOR TO WHEN YOU WANT THEM TO LEAVE.  This ensures we have received the message.
